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The story of Troy is ideally suited to
the middle school classroom.

THE PROGRAM
The day begins with Prudence

Jones's presentation of heroes in epic,
especially Homer’s heroes in the lliad as
contrasted with Vergil's Aeneas. Next,
Susan Hussein will talk about subsequent
versions of, and references to, the story
of Troy in literature and in art,
including popular culture as well as

acknowledged masterpieces.

We then move to two breakout
sessions in which our object will be to
consider concretely how the theme and
the material of Troy can fit into the
curriculum: Jay Braverman will act as
facilitator in the breakout session for
supervisors and will explore the
feasibility of including selections from the
Greek and Roman Classics in the
Language Arts Literacy and Social Studies
Content Areas of the NJ Core Content
Curriculum for the Middle School. Carol
Kotch will play a similar role in the

breakout session for teachers.

As lunch winds down, the
program will conclude with an illustrated
lecture by Jean Alvares on the modern
rediscovery and romance of Troy, from
Schliemann’s excavation in the 1870’s to

contemporary archaeological findings.
