Which women and girls are hidden from our view? What marks them as bodies that must be kept
out of sight? What happens to those who know and care about these women? How do discourses
of nationalism, heteronormativity, gender, and power impact diverse groups of women in terms of
their identities, levels of security, and access to social power? The presenters will address these
issues from interdisciplinary perspectives that will enable a broad range of educators to enter into

the discussions.

The Effects of Maternal Incarceration on the Family and Community

Maternal incarceration has a serious impact on children who find themselves facing a
range of consequences. Parental incarceration jeopardizes a child’'s emotional and physical well-
being. Children are traumatized first by the events that precede incarceration and then by the effects
of separation, loss and out of home placement. Once parents are incarcerated the child’'s situation
may worsen as a result of the emotional upheaval that a child must face in coming to terms with the
arrest of a parent. This lecture will examine how the effects of maternal incarceration are visible in the
greater community and lead to the further marginalization of already depressed environments.

LUGS, BUGS, and Other Ways of Tweaking Teen Girls'  Sexual Orientation

The current high school climate has seen more girls being sexual with other girls. In
some cases, this is a part of coming to discover that they are lesbian or bisexual. Those who are
uncomfortable with their emerging discovery may identify as "Lesbians Until Graduation” (LUGS) or
"Bisexual Until Graduation" (BUGS. In other cases, these girls' identities are being significantly
affected by the sexually explicit media to which young people have increasing access: this renders



lesbians and bisexual teens in relationships with other girls invisible, unless their sexuality is
expressed within the context of pleasing a male partner. This workshop will discuss this issue in
greater detail, and offer teachers specific suggestions for addressing same-sex sexual behavior
between girls and young women comfortably and respectfully.
